You can change rolls at anytime except in the three 
months before a parliamentary election or local election. 

If you miss the deadline, you’ll stay on your current roll until after the election.

to update your details OR

2.  �Calling us free on 0800 36 76 56 and ask for an enrolment form to be emailed or posted to you OR

3.  ��Texting your name and address for free to 3676 and we’ll send you an enrolment form.

4.  Complete the form, choose the roll you want to enrol on, sign, date and return the form to us.

3. Not sure / can’t remember

on 0800 36 76 56 and we’ll check it for you. 

If you are eligible Step 2: Enrol to vote!

You can enrol:
a.  �Online at vote.nz using your NZ driver licence, NZ passport, or RealMe verified identity, OR

b.  �Calling us free on 0800 36 76 56 and ask for an enrolment form to be emailed or posted to you.  
Once completed, sign, date and return the form to us, OR 

c.  ��Text your name and address for free to 3676 and we’ll send you an enrolment form.
